Second Annual Turkey Shoot

PAPER SILHOUETTE 

1.
The object of this shoot is to place your shots inside the large scoring ring on each individual Paper Silhouette

and at the least break the scoring ring on the small scoring ring.

2.
All shots will be taken offhand (standing).  The firearm may only be supported by the shooters’ arms.

3.
The shooter will win a prize if he/she is able to hit all scoring rings correctly.

4.
Each target may be purchased for $5.00.  You may purchase as many targets as you wish.

5.
A shooter may not earn more than one prize at the Paper Silhouette shoot.

6.
All firearms safety rules will be strictly enforced.

BOTTLE SHOOT

1.
The object of the Bottle Shoot is to place one shot in each of the six green bottles.  However, in this shoot you have to 
make a decision as to the amount of risk you are willing to take to score well.  The target will be scored as follows:


A.
Bullet fully in the bottle neck = 
10 points


B.
Bullet nicking the bottle neck =
  7 points


C.
Bullet fully in the bottle body =
  5 points


D.
Bullet nicking the bottle body =
  3 points


E.
Bullet missing the bottle =

  0 points

2.
Placed in the top left corner of the target is a star.  This the tie-breaker target.  In the event that a score is tied, the tie 
will be broken by the shooter that places their 7th shot closest to the center of the star. 

3.
Seven shots are allowed on the bottle target.  One shot in each of the bottles and one shot in the Star.

4.
All shots will be taken offhand (standing).  The firearm may only be supported by the shooters’ arms.

5.
Each target may be purchased for $5.00.  You may purchase as many targets as you wish.

6.
At the end of each relay the targets from that relay will be scored by the Bottle Shoot Officer.   The shooter with the 
highest score in each relay earns a prize.

7.
A shooter may not earn more than one prize at the Bottle Shoot.

8.
The judgment of the Bottle Shoot Officer is final.

9.
All firearms safety rules will be strictly enforced.

Lunch will be available at the back of the 200 yard range beginning at 11:30 AM.

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FRUIT SHOOT

1.
The object of this shoot is to break each of the five hanging targets beginning with the largest target and progressing, 
in order, to the smallest target.

2.
Only five shots will be allowed.

3.
 Shots that miss the target but break the hanging wire will not count. 

4.
All shots will be taken offhand (standing).  The firearm may only be supported by the shooters’ arms.

5.
Each set of 5 targets may be purchased for $5.00.  You may purchase as many sets of targets as you wish.

6.
A shooter who breaks all five targets in a single set earns a prize.

7.
A shooter may not earn more than one prize at the Fruit Shoot.

8.
The judgment of the Fruit Shoot Officer is final.

9.
All firearms safety rules will be strictly enforced.

PRAIRIE DOG SHOOT

1.
The object of this shoot is to knock down three prairie dog targets with three consecutive shots.  

2.
All three targets must be shot from the prone (lying down) position with the rifle touching, and being fired from, the 
top of the log.   Only the log and the shooters’ arms may support the rifle.  Targets are at 100 yards.

3.
Magnum calibers may not be used on the prairie dog targets.

4.
Only three shots will be allowed per attempt.  The shooter who knocks down all three targets earns a prize.

5.
Each set of 3 targets may be purchased for $5.00.  You may purchase as many sets of targets as you wish.

6.
A shooter may not earn more than one prize at the Prairie Dog Shoot.

7.
The judgment of the Prairie Dog Shoot Officer is final.

8.
All firearms safety rules will be strictly enforced.

SILHOUETTE SHOOT

1.
The object of this shoot is to hit three silhouette targets with three consecutive shots.  Targets are at 200 yards.

2.
All shots will be taken offhand (standing).  The firearm may only be supported by the shooters’ arms.

3.
Magnum calibers may not be used on the silhouette targets.

4.
Only three shots will be allowed per attempt.  The shooter who hits all three targets earns a prize.

5.
The actual silhouette must be hit to count.  Hitting any of the silhouette supports will count as a miss.

6.
Each set of 3 targets may be purchased for $5.00.  You may purchase as many sets of targets as you wish.

7.
A shooter may not earn more than one prize at the Silhouette Shoot.

8.
The judgment of the Silhouette Shoot Officer is final.

9.
All firearms safety rules will be strictly enforced.
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FIREARM SAFETY RULES
Gun Handling

· Always keep the gun pointed in a safe direction. 

· Always keep your finger off the trigger and outside the trigger guard until ready to shoot. 

· Always keep guns unloaded and in cases/holstered or action open until in position on the firing line and the range has been cleared for live firing. 

· Know your target and what is beyond. 

· Be sure the gun is safe to operate. 

· Know how to use the gun you are using, safely. 

· Use only the correct ammunition for your gun. 

· Wear eye and ear protection. 

· Never use alcohol or drugs before or while shooting. 

· Store guns so they are not accessible to unauthorized persons. 

Range Rules

· Know and obey all range commands. 

· Shoot only at authorized targets. 

· Do NOT handle any firearm while others are down range. 

· Always keep the muzzle pointed at the backstop and parallel to the ground. Never allow the muzzle to point in any direction whereby an inadvertent discharge would allow the escape of a projectile into an outer area. 

Specific Range Rules

· NO armor piercing or steel cord ammunition to be used on steel plate targets. Any person causing damage by inappropriate behavior on the ranges or property will be charged and may be forced to forfeit their membership. 

· Only shoot at paper or steel targets designated by Tac Pro Shooting Center. 

· Before leaving the range, all paper targetry and trash must be disposed of in trash cans provided and all ammunition brass/empty cases must be picked up and put into buckets provided, unless patrons wish to keep their own brass/empty cases. Please leave the ranges tidy. 

· Anyone found consuming alcohol or drugs or in the opinion of the range officer is under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be asked to leave the property immediately and/or relinquish their membership or barred. 

· The range officers' decisions are final - no ungentlemanly conduct. 

· No toy/imitation guns allowed on Tac Pro property. 

· Due to possible fire hazards, patrons wishing to use potential incendiary devices (including black powder firearms, tracer ammunition, flash bangs, etc.) must have prior permission from Tac Pro Shooting Center range officers before use on that day. 

· Minimum safety distance to steel targets is 15 yards. 

· Due to potential fire hazards, smoking is only permitted is designated areas. 

· All vehicles and pedestrians must stay on main dirt roads. Tac Pro Shooting Center property is private property and will not tolerate trespassers. 

· Tac Pro Shooting Center and the TSU Rifle Team are not responsible or liable for any loss, accidents or damage to any person or property whilst on Tac Pro Shooting Center property.
